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Sources on Albert Moll

During the research for this project a large number of archives and libraries were consulted
which hold material by, or referring to, Albert Moll. The majority of the printed material
can be found in libraries in Berlin – Staatsbibliothek Berlin [State Library Berlin],
Bibliothek der Humboldt-Universität zu Berlin [Library of the Humboldt-University] and
Zentral- und Landesbibliothek Berlin [Central and Regional Library Berlin] – and Munich
– Bavarian State Library [Bavarian State Library Munich]. Although most of Albert Moll’s
personal library is lost, his collection on hypnotism was sold in 1935 to the Vanderbilt
University Library in Nashville, where it is kept in the Eskind Biomedical Library as a
separate collection with 672 titles.1

A number of autographs by Albert Moll have survived and can be found in
Berlin, at the State Library Berlin and Haeberle-Hirschfeld-Archive at the Humboldt
University; Bremen, at Staats- und Universitätsbibliothek Bremen [State- and University
Library Bremen]; Göttingen, at Staats- und Universitätsbibliothek Göttingen [State-
and University Library Göttingen]; and Frankfurt, at Universitätsbibliothek Frankfurt
[University Library Frankfurt]. Relevant archival material with regard to Albert
Moll is kept mainly in Berlin, Bundesarchiv Berlin Lichterfelde [Federal Archives
Berlin Lichterfelde], Geheimes Staatsarchiv Preußischer Kulturbesitz [Secret State
Archive Prussian Cultural Heritage Foundation], Landesarchiv Berlin [State Archive
Berlin] and also in the Institut für Grenzgebiete der Psychologie und Psychohygiene,
Freiburg/Breisgau [Institute for Frontier Areas of Psychology and Mental Health]. For

Bibliographical Notes

This bibliography lists the published work of Albert Moll. It is divided into Moll’s
monographs and books edited by him, book chapters, journal articles, essay reviews, and
articles in newspapers and magazines. Offprints of journal articles have not been included
in the bibliography. Although the bibliography is comprehensive, some literature might
still have escaped our attention. This is due to the nature of the bibliographical aids
available for Germany during the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries.

The most important sources for bibliographical information were the Bibliographie der
deutschen Zeitschriftenliteratur (‘Dietrich’), the comprehensive bibliography of German-
language journal publications and chapters in edited books, which was first published in
1896/7, and the Bibliographie der deutschen Rezensionen mit Einschluß von Referaten und
Selbstanzeigen (since 1911, Bibliographie der Rezensionen), which only systematically
collected bibliographic information on reviews since 1900; both edited by Felix Dietrich
and Reinhard Dietrich. In these bibliographies, bibliographic information on newspaper
articles was not collected systematically; the information on publications from outside
German-speaking countries is also patchy. Occasionally, the bibliographic information in
the Dietrich can contain errors.

Among the titles which are not listed individually in the bibliography are the
Verhandlungen der Ärztekammer für die Provinz Brandenburg und den Stadtkreis Berlin,
the proceedings of the Berlin doctors’ chamber, where Moll was elected to the council
in 1908, and was chair of the committee for the approval of contracts with the health
insurance organisations until 1918. Numerous references to Albert Moll can be found in
these minutes and reports, some of which were written by Moll. The minutes of the Berlin
doctors’ chamber were published as supplements to the Berliner Ärzte-Correspondenz.
Albert Moll was also editor, or on the editorial board, of a number of journals and book
series, which were, in chronological order:
