On Tuesdays and
Fridays from 6.30 to 9 p.m. also. Major operations are performed daily, except Mondays
and Saturdays, in the In-patient Operating Theatres. Minor operations are performed
in the Out-patient Department by the Assistant Surgeons on four mornings a week.

Practitioners and Medical Students are admitted to the practice of the hospital and
Clinical Assistants, whose duty it is to assist the staff, are appointed from time to time
among them.

The Chair is designed
for operative work on the
head and neck under an
anaesthetic and for general
use in nose and throat
work. It is sufficiently
rigid for operations on the
brain, mastoid, and gas-
serian ganglion.

The seat can be raised
and lowered.

The back can be ad-
justed to any angle and
with the arm supports in
position it is impossible
for the patient to move
while under the anaesthetic.
