The student learns to analyze different
aspects of expository prose—an author’s overt and possibly ulterior motives, the organization and structure
of an author’s ideas, his reasoning, and the use he makes of evidence and argumentation in justifying his
conclusions. As the student uses this book, he gradually comes to appreciate the urgent need for close reading
and to understand the techniques and approaches which it requires. * 256 pp. 32.25.
