ACCOUNTS FOR THE YEAR ENDED 31ST DECEMBER, 195C

We have completed the audit of the Books and Accounts of
the Society for the year ended 31st December, 195G, and report
thereon as follows.

GENERAL PURPOSES ACCOUNT

The balance on this account at the end of the vear was
£G,345 135. 7d. after transferring £140 from the Life 'Member-
ship Fund in respect of subscriptions of deceased Life Members
and deducting £475 2s. Id. being the excess of Expenditure over
Income on the year's working.

The figure of £475 2s. Id. referred to above compares with an
excess of income over expenditure of £2C8 17s. in respect of
the previous year. A sum of £150 has been transferred to the
Secretary's Travelling Expenses Account in accordance witli the
Minutes of the Society and there is a balance at the end of the
year on this account of £235 13s.

During the year the following amounts were received:
Donations, £248 0s. 8d.t and Legacies, £188 19s. 5d.; and
these have been transferred to the General Reserve Fund. In
the previous year Donations amounting to £243 8s. Gd. were
transferred to the General Reserve . Fund, while Legacies
amounting to £202 2s. 11 a*, formed part of the surplus of
£208 17s. referred to above.

SURPLUS

The surplus of Assets over Liabilities at the end of the year
amounted to £13,G28 2s.
