Its aim is to promote reflection on 
humanitarian law, policy and action in armed conflict and 
other situations of collective armed violence. A special-
ized journal in humanitarian law, it endeavours to promote 
knowledge, critical analysis and development of the law and 
contribute to the prevention of violations of rules protecting 
fundamental rights and values. The Review offers a forum for 
discussion about contemporary humanitarian action as well 
as analysis of the causes and characteristics of conflicts so 
as to give a clearer insight into the humanitarian problems 
they generate. Finally, the Review informs its readership on 
questions pertaining to the International Red Cross and Red 
Crescent Movement and in particular on the activities and 
policies of the ICRC.

International Committee of the Red Cross
The International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC) 
is an impartial, neutral and independent organization 
whose exclusively humanitarian mission is to protect the 
lives and dignity of victims of war and internal violence 
and to provide them with assistance. It directs and coor-
dinates the international relief activities conducted by 
the Movement in situations of conflict. It also endeav-
ours to prevent suffering by promoting and strength-
ening international humanitarian law and universal 
humanitarian principles. Established in 1863, the ICRC 
is at the origin of the International Red Cross and Red 
Crescent Movement.
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
