1. The President’'s Report.  The President reported that the Snow Survey of Great
Britain was now in operation. There were about 100 volunteer observers and 61 from the
Meteorological Office.

128, 102 in the United Kingdom and 26 abroad. These figures were higher than when
the Society ceased its activities at the beginning of the war.
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
