The L ib ra ry Board of the Universi ty of Ghana has expressed apprec i ­
ation to the African Studies Association for the collection of African m a t e r i ­
al sent to the International Congress of Africanists in Accra and af terwards 
presented to the L ib ra ry . Some 85 books and approximately 120 rep r in t s 
were presented . 
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A History Seminar convened by P r e s e n c e Africaine will be held in 
Tanganyika late in 1963, probably in September or December . The general 
theme of the seminar will be "The Teaching of History in the Light of Afri­
can Evolution" and a considerat ion is planned of The His tor ica l Conscience 
According to African Tradit ion (including h is tory as science and passion, 
ora l African his tory, gathering of t radi t ional documents , and cr i t ica l study 
of in terpreta t ion) . The Teaching of History and The Impera t ives of the Na­
tional Conscience, The Teaching of History and Aspira t ions Toward National 
Unity, and P rac t i c a l Questions (archaeological r e s e a r c h , use of other 
sources than books, local a rch ives , centers of study, project concerning 
a basic manual) .

An African Resea rch and Information Center (AFRIC) has been e s t ab ­
lished by the White Fa the r s at 1622 21 st Street N. W. , Washington 9, D. C. , 
to act as a center for documentation on the work of the Catholic Church in 
Africa. The center compr i ses a reference l i b r a ry of about 1500 volumes, 
mainly on the Catholic church but with special sect ions on missiology and 
Islam; a per iodical collection of some 40 t i t les which cover African church 
act ivi t ies; and information files which co r re l a t e data on the church in each 
African country. 

The reference l i b r a ry is open to the public and some m a t e r i a l s a re 
available on in te r l ib ra ry loan. Inquiries by mai l a re welcomed.

A continuing seminar on contemporary Africa, devoted to the humani­
t i es , is being given at the Universi ty of Indiana this s emes t e r under the joint 
direct ion of Alan P . M e r r i a m and Roy Sieber . The seminar is designed to 
introduce the student to the African humanit ies and the in ter re la t ionships 
among them, to expand the viewpoint of the African humanit ies as human 
behavior, and to indicate re la t ionships between African humanit ies and the 
study of the social sc iences . Scheduled l e c t u r e r s and topics have included 
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Jan Vansina on Bakuba Art , Nadia Chilkovsky on African Dance, J ames 
Fernandez on Fang Aesthe t ics , "William Bascom on African Oral L i t e ra tu re , 
Warren d'Azevedo on Aesthet ics of the Gola, Nicholas England on Bushman 
Music, F r a n c e s Herskovi ts on Contemporary African L i t e r a tu re , Douglas 
F r a s e r on African Arch i tec tu re , and Pe t e r Hammond on Mossi Aesthet ics .

The papers of the Leverhulme Conference on "Univers i t ies and the 
Language P rob lems of Tropica l Africa, " held at Ibadan in December 1961, 
will be published in June 1963 by Cambridge Universi ty P r e s s .
