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Founded in 1947 as an independent forum for students of
language, LINGUA has developed into one of the world's more
important linguistic periodicals.

Each issue contains current work on a variety of linguistic topics.
Although these articles are written from different points of view,
they are required to contain such general theoretical implications as
to be of interest to any linguist, whatever his own specialization.

No particular linguistic theories or scientific trends are favoured;
scientific quality and scholarly standing are the only criteria
applied in the selection of papers accepted for publication.

Besides papers, LINGUA publishes review articles surveying
developments in the various fields of linguistics, as well as
accasional discussions. A considerable number of pages in each
issue are devoted to critical book reviews. In addition, the ‘Lingua
Survey of Books’ section contains notices of new books relevant
to theoretical linguistics, psycholinguistics and sociolinguistics,
arranged systematically by topic.

‘Lingua Survey of Books' has been established in 1976 to inform
the subscribers of LINGUA as rapidly as possible about newly
published books in these fields.

LINGUA is published in three volumes per year, comprising
nine issues.

Teaching Bibliography, each centre issues publications in its own name.

ETIC is maintained by the British Council, and was founded in 1961. It
has a network of communication with individuals and institutions in Britain
and more than 120 other countries. CIL'T was established in 1966 and is an
independent foundation supported by grants from the Department of Edu-
cation and Science, the Scottish Education Department and the Ministry of
Education, Northern Ireland.
