Covering the internal affairs of China from 1930 through 1949, the State Department’s
Central Files are the definitive source of American diplomatic reporting on the po-
litical, military, social, and economic developments in China. Although scholars
have used these files at the National Archives for several years, the files have never
been published in any format until now. By making available over 200,000 pages
of special reports, confidential correspondence, interviews, minutes of meetings, and
translated documents, this new collection opens broad avenues of research.

The period covered by these files was marked, in the 1930s, by bitter civil war
between Kuomintang and Communist forces, by military intervention by Japan, and
by the temporary consolidation of rival Chinese forces against Japan.

Now available in a convenient microfilm edition, the State Department’s Central
Files on Chinese internal affairs will be counted among the most useful research
collections in any library.
