International
Symposium on Human
Response to Global
Change
Invitations are extended to in-
terested organizations and in-
dividuals to participate in a
long-term, international, inter-
disciplinary research project
dealing with global change in
the geosphere-biosphere and
human responses to change
in the physical environment.
During the past year the Inter-
national Social Science Coun-
cil (ISSC), along with other
organizations including the In-
ternational Federation of Insti-
tutes for Advanced Study
(IFIAS), and the United Na-
tions University (UNU), has
been working on developing
an international social science
program tentatively called
"Human Response to Global
Change." This program will
collaborate with the "Interna-
tional Geosphere-Biosphere
Programme: A Study of Global
Change," which has been put

together over the past four
years by the International
Council of Scientific Unions
(ICSU).

A number of planning meet-
ings have been held, the most
recent having taken place in
Paris in December 1987. The
proposed program and a list
of potential areas of research
is listed below. A more defini-
tive planning meeting is to be
held in September 1988 in To-
kyo.

Potential IPSA participation
in this project will be coordi-
nated by Francesco Kjellberg,
who will succeed John Trent
as Secretary-General of the In-
ternational Political Science
Association (IPSA). Organiza-
tions and individuals inter-
ested in participating in the
project and its development
are invited to share informa-
tion regarding past and cur-
rent research as well as re-
search inventories and future
research interest. Possible
participants in the Tokyo
meeting are also being
sought.

UNEP has created a special
Task Force on Climate
Change that is examining, in
cooperation with other organi-
zations: socio-economic impli-
cations by region, the impact
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on food systems, the needs of
policy makers, improving cli-
mate models, drought moni-
toring, world glacier monitor-
ing, sea level changes and
storm frequency, the vulnera-
bility of island states, and the
human response to climatic
change.

A two-year study on the sci-
ence and policies of climatic
change has just been com-
pleted for UNEP and the
World Meteorological Organi-
zation (WMO). The study, pro-
duced in conjunction with
scientists from the Beijer Insti-
tute in Stockholm and Woods
Hole Oceanographic Institu-
tion in Massachusetts, the
study was published May 1,
1988.

On June ~7-30, Canada
hosted a world conference
with UNEP and WMO on the
"Implications of a Changing
Atmosphere for Global Secu-
rity." A Second World Climate
Conference is planned for
1990.

Fulbright Scholar
Program
The Council for International
Exchanqe of Scholars has an-
nounced the opening of com-
petition for the 1989-90 Ful-
bright grants in research and
university lecturing abroad.

The awards for 1989-90 in-
clude more than 300 grants in
research and 700 grants in
university lecturing for periods
ranging from three months to
a full academic year. Fulbright
Awards are granted in virtually
all disciplines, and scholars in
all academic ranks are eligible
to apply. Applications from re-
tired faculty and independent
scholars are encouraged.

The basic eligibility require-
ments are U. S. citizenship,
Ph.D. or comparable profes-
sional qualifications, university
or college teaching experi-
ence, and, for' selected as-
signments, proficiency in a
foreign language. There is no
limit on the number of Ful-
bright grants a single scholar
can hold, but there must be a
three-year interval between
awards.

Application deadlines for
the awards are:

June 15, 1988 (for Australa-
sia, India, and Latin America,
except lecturing awards to
Mexico, Venezuela, and the
Caribbean)

September 15, 1988 (for
Africa, Asia, Europe, and the
Middle East, and lecturing
awards to Mexico, Venezuela,
and the Caribbean)

November 1, 1988 (for in-
stitutional proposals for the
Scholar-in-Residence Pro-
gram)

January 1, 1989 (for Ad-
ministrators' Awards in Ger-
many, the United Kingdom,
and Japan; the Seminar in
German Civilization; the
NATO Research Fellowships,
and the Spain Research Fel-
lowships)

February 1, 1989 (for the
France, Italy; and Germany
Travel-Only Awards).

New Course at Yale
Law School
E. Donald Elliott (Yale Law
School) and Roger D. Masters

(Government, Dartmouth Col-
lege) will introduce a new re-
search seminar on the "Ethol-
ogy of Law: The Biological
Bases of Legal Behavior" at
the Yale Law School in the
Fall 1988 term.

This seminar grows out of
work done with the Gruter In-
stitute for Law and Behavioral
Research, which has previ-
ously organized a series of
colloquia and publications on
the legal implications of re-
cent developments in the life
sciences. Because the field is
developing rapidly, sugges-
tions for readings and topics
that complement the descrip-
tion below would be greatly
appreciated:

Ethology of Law: The Bio-
logical Bases of Legal Be-
havior. This research seminar
explores whether the life sci-
ences (as well as economics)
may deepen our understand-
ing of law. The course begins
with the concept of human
nature in law, and shows how
recent scientific research in
areas such as evolutionary
theory, anthropology,
neurophysiology, and ethol-
ogy may illuminate the func-
tions of law, but may also call
into question certain of the
assumptions upon which laws
in various areas have tradi-
tionally been based. Authors
considered include Alexander,
Beckstrom, Holmes, Goodall,
Gruter, Margolis, de Waal, and
Masters.
