EXTRACT FROM THE INTRODUCTION.—The present volume is intended to supple-
ment the " History of the Travels of Hiuen-Tsiang" (Si-yu-ki), already published in
two volumes, and entitled " Buddhist Records of the Western World."

The original from which the translation is made is styled "History of the
Master of the Law of the three Pitakas of the ' Great Loving-Kindness' Temple"
It was written, probably in five chapters, in the first instance by Hwui-li, one of
Hiuen-Tsiang's disciples, and afterwards enlarged and completed in ten chapters, by
Yen-Thsong, another of his followers. Yen-Thsong was selected by the disciples of
Hwui-li to re-arrange and correct the leaves which their master had written and
hidden in a cave. He added an introduction and five supplementary chapters. The
five chapters added by Yen- Thsong are probably those which follow the account of
Hiuen-Tsiang's return from India, and relate to his work of translation in China. I
tave not thought it necessary to reproduce this part of the original; my objut has
Utn simply to complete the " Records " already published relating to India.

EXTRACT FROM PREFACE.-^AIberuni, or, as his compatriots called him, AbA
Raihdn, was born A.D. 973, in the territory of Modern Khiva, then called Khwdrizm
or Chorasmia, in antiquity. He gives a repertory of information on Indian
subjects, destined for the use of those -who lived in peaceful intercourse with
them, and wished to have an insight into their mode and world of thought.
What first induced A Iberuni to write the 'ITOW was not the wish to enlighten
his countrymen on Indian astronomy in particular, but to present them with an im-
partial description of the Indian theological and philosophical doctrines on a broad
basis, with every detail pertaining to them. The philosophy of India seems to have
fascinated his mind, and the noble ideas of the BHAGAVADGlTA r̂ô â ŷ came near to
the standard of his own persuasions.

PROF. BUHLER writes: "An examination of Professor SACHAU'S MS., which
he kindly placed at my disposal, has convinced me that Reinaud's extracts have by no
means exhausted all the interesting information contained in Beruni's book. On the
contrary, there is not a single branch of Indology—with, perhaps, the single exception
of Vedic studies—which will not gain very considerably by its publication. Beruni
was himself a Sanskrit scholar. He studied some Sastras, especially astronomy and
mathematics, deeply; possessed a superficial knowledge of others, and made careful
inquiries among the best Pandits of his time regarding the remainder and regard-
ing the geography and the history of India."

In the history of speech they contain
unimpeachable evidence of a stage in language midway between
the Vedic Sanskrit and the various modern forms of speech in
India. In the history of Indian literature there is nothing older
than these works, excepting only the Vedic writings; and all the
later classical Sanskrit literature has been profoundly influenced
by the intellectual struggle of which they afford the only direct
evidence. It is not, therefore, too much to say that the publica-
tion of this unique literature will be no less important for the
study of history—whether anthropological, philological, literary, or
religious—than the publication of the Vedas has already been.
