It should be born in mind that the Iibrary of the Department of
State relies heavily on the inter-library loan facilities of the Library
of Congress and other research libraries for materials not needed in
the normal day-to-day activities of the Department. However, it is
also a fact that the Library lends to other libraries about twice as
Much as it borrows.

At present the physical limitations of the ILibrary make consultation
by scholars outside the Department extremely difficult and the individual
can obtain best service by placing his requests through the institution
in which he workds. When the Library occupies its central quarters in the
State Department Building now under construction, it is expected that the
New expanded facilities will make the extension of service to individual
Tesearchers and scholars much simpler.
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NEWS AND NOTES

At a conference in Rome in October 1958, a number of private European
Organizations concerned with African affairs discussed the possibilities
of greater liaison in their work. The meeting, which was called jointly
by the African Institutes in the Netherlands, Western Germany, and Italy,
Was attended by representatives of 19 non-governmental institutions from
these countries and from France, Belgium, Portugal and the United Kingdom.

Reports were given of the work currently being done by the different
Organizations on a wide variety of scientific, social, economic and cultural
Questions, and the importance of consultation and coordination of activities,
both within individual countries and in Europe as a whole was stressed.

It Was hoped that links might also be developed with comparable insti-
tutions in Africa. The conference formed three preliminary commissions:

economic, 2) scientific and technical, and 3) social and cultural.
It algo adopted unanimously a resolution which urged systematic exchange
Of publications, bibliographies, films and experts on Africa, and circu-
ation of lists of different national institutions and their programs of
activity,

ar established among the participating groups, to invite the participation
of organizations not so far represented, and to prepare for a second
Conference, This is tentatively scheduled to be held in Paris in the
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autumn of 1959, under the general direction of the Comit& Central Francais
d'Outre-Mer.
