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were so well satisfied with what they
got from it, that they formed themselves
into a permanent body, and resolved to
meet again next year. It is not true
that the n o teachers all tried to teach
55 children (i.e. half a child apiece), as
the Journal of Education seems to think.

The title prefixed to Mr. Cheesman's
review on p. 188 of the September
number of the Classical Review appears
to have been inadequate. The books

noticed were The Roman Fort at Man-
chester (F. A. Bruton), published by the
Manchester University Press; and A
Roman Frontier Post: the Fort of New-
stead (James Curie), published by
Messrs. Maclehose.

The author of the paper, ' A Mis-
understood Passage in the Oedipus
Tyrannus' (C.R., p. 161), was Prof.
