Articles should generally
not be more than 8,000 words long, and two copies, typed with double-spacing,
should be submitted. Diagrams and maps may be included by arrangement with
the editors. The journal is published in English, but articles written in other
languages may be considered, and arrangements made as required for translation
into English.  Contributors should keep one copy of the typescript for use in
correcting proofs.
