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The four issues of Harvard Theological Review 75 (1982) are
printed from camera-ready copy typed by our staff. The transition
to a new operation of production of the Journal as well as our
efforts to bring the Journal back to a regular publication sched-
ule have made it necessary for us temporarily to suspend regular
type-setting, which we intend to resume with volume 76:1 or as
soon as our reorganization is completed. Issues 1-4 of HTR 75
will be produced and mailed in rapid succession during the remain-
ing months of this year, and #TR 76:1, we trust, should be in
your hands early next year. I am confident that the Journal in
its present format will be as pleasing to the eye as the contents
of the articles will be stimulating to the mind of the reader.
