Case 2847. Ascopora Trautschold, 1876 (Bryozoa, Crypto-
stomata): proposed designation of Ceriopora nodosa
Fischer von Waldheim, 1837 as the type species.
Abstract. The purpose of this application is the
designation of Ceriopora nodosa Fischer von Waldheim,
1837 as the type species of the Carboniferous bryozoan
genus Ascopora Trautschold, 1876. This is the taxo-
nomic species misidentified by Trautschold as Millepora
rhombifera Phillips, 1836.
