PETER DRAPER was President of the SAHGB 2000-2004, Honorary Editor Architectural 
History 1985-1992, member of the Cathedrals Fabric Commission for England, and is 
currently Visiting Professor in the School of History of Art, Film and Visual Media at 
Birkbeck, the department where he taught from 1969 until his recent retirement. His 
book The Formation of English Gothic: Architecture and Identity is to be published by Yale 
University Press in 2006.
