1850 through 1940) that appeared in over 600 journals and more than 600 volumes of literary history,
criticism and bibliography. A carefully planned and thoroughly researched endeavor which
resulted in the creation of a card file of 250,000 entries, LITERARY WRITINGS IN AMERICA was
compiled during a 5-year period between 1938 and 1942 as a project of the Historical Records
Survey program of the Federal WPA.

With the filling of this gap,
scholars in the fields of American History and American Studies, as well as American Literature and
Comparative Literature, will be greatly aided in their research.
