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the lines he has set forth . . . and to fall somewhere within the framework
which he supplies." In conclusion. Professor Laird offers some reflections
upon the cardinal points in the analysis; namely, on the " ownership " of
the objects of experience, the nature of the empirical self, and the un-
knowability of the pure ego or subject.
