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as endnotes, even though they will appear as footnotes in the journal.

Unusual alphabets, special characters, mathematical and chemical formulas, and all diacritical markings
should be marked clearly. A small number of figures may be used to illustrate an article. Line drawings
should be directly reproducible; glossy prints should be furnished for all halftone illustrations. If supplying
illustrations as electronic files TIFF is the required format with a minimum resolution of 300 dpi for
halftones and 1200 dpi for line drawings.
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
