The first attempt to establish
dogmatic bias in an entire New
Testament book. Professor Epp
makes a detailed comparison
between the ' Western' text and
the received text of Acts, and argues
a strongly heightened anti-Judaic
tendency in the 'Western' text. The
book is as important for its method
as for its immediate conclusions.
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
