5. C o n t r i b u t i o n s shou ld be a c c o m p a n i e d by an abs t r ac t of be tween o n e and 
t w o h u n d r e d w o r d s . 

6. References t o b o o k s a n d ar t ic les shou ld inc lude the fol lowing de t a i l s : in the 
case of b o o k s , the full t i t le a n d a u t h o r o r a u t h o r s , p lace of pub l i ca t ion , pub l i she r 
a n d d a t e ; in the case of ar t ic les , the tit le and a u t h o r o r a u t h o r s , full n a m e of the 
j o u r n a l , v o l u m e , yea r a n d p a g e reference (first a n d last page) . References a n d 
o t h e r f o o t n o t e s shou ld be n u m b e r e d consecut ive ly t h r o u g h o u t a n d typed 
separa te ly at the end of the ar t ic le . G o o d ar t ic les which con t a in this b ib l io­

o w n a r r a n g e m e n t of t he i n f o r m a t i o n .

155 m m . Vert ical lines be tween c o l u m n s shou ld be o m i t t e d , a n d ho r i zon t a l lines 
l imited t o t h e t o p a n d b o t t o m of the t ab le , wi th a n a d d i t i o n a l o n e below the 
c o l u m n head ings . T o t a l s a n d pe rcen tages shou ld be label led, a n d uni t s identified. 

8. C o n t r i b u t o r s a r e advised t o l o o k t h r o u g h ear l ier issues o f t h e j o u r n a l for 
g u i d a n c e on po in t s of genera l style.
