Nago Mayor Inamine Susumu has visited the
United  States  twice  recently  to  meet  with
government  of f ic ia ls  and  hold  press
conferences to convey overwhelming opposition
in Okinawa to the construction of a U.S. Marine
air base in his city: as shown in local referenda,
elections  for  a  new  governor  and  on-site
protests. Like former Governor Ota Masahide
who  visited  the  U.S.  in  the  1990s,  Inamine
presented hand-outs and visuals documenting
the  disproportionate  burden  of  U.S.  military
bases borne by Okinawa residents. Now Mayor
Inamine’s office has prepared a thorough and
easily-accessed  presentation  in  English  and
Japanese on the history and scope of the U.S.
military presence in Nago and the devastating
impact the proposed air base would have on
residents and the environment. It provides the
essential  facts  to  inform  anyone  with  an
interest  in this  issue at  the center of  Japan-
