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The Victorian "Lives" of Jesus
by Daniel L. Pals

The study of Jesus by critical historians dates chiefly from the scholarly
investigations of the nineteenth century. Many recall the contributions of the
German scholars to this inquiry, yet few remember that during these years Britain
also developed a keen interest in the historical life of Jesus. Those who led the
Victorian quest — virtually unknown today — wrote books whose profile
blended traditional piety, antiquarian romance, publishers' needs, popular
appeal, and scholarly reserve. Britain's "Lives" offer an unexpected insight into
the Victorian mind and explain why religious learning in the Isles traveled a
different path from that on the continent.

Its author has mastered the
most sophisticated techniques of biblical scholarship and uses that knowledge to measure
earlier developments in its cumulative development. His choice of Lives of Jesus is
particularly fruitful too, because they embody a nexus not only of the state of biblical
criticism but of theological priorities at a given time and of popular religion in public life as
well. By mid-nineteenth century, British culture was absorbing the advances of historical
consciousness, and it drew on increased archeological knowledge of ancient civilizations plus
more frequent travels to the Holy Land. All these factors produced a reading public eager to
consume Lives that drew on both a quest for historical accuracy and a religious message of
pious edification. The author's broad sensitivity to Victorian culture leads him to study these
books as mirrors of the popular mind. His greatest strength is to see these Lives of Jesus as a
combination of science and religion, a blend of scholarship and piety that was perhaps
unique to Great Britain a century ago. His resulting study sheds light on a facet of English
culture that has remained virtually unnoticed until now."
