The Edi tors receive more than 
t w i c e as much mater ial as can be publ ished in the BULLETIN; many mer i tor ious 
papers can , there fo re , no t be accep ted . Manuscr ip ts mus t be in their f inal , 
publ ishable f o r m w h e n subm i t t ed and papers w h i c h appear t o need revis ion are 
unacceptab le . W e prefer clear and full a rguments , and especial ly clear and full 
mo t i va t i on , t o mathemat ica l te legrams. Make the sty le a t t rac t ive and avo id ugly 
abbrev ia t ions . Manuscr ip ts are accep ted fo r rev iew w i t h the unders tand ing tha t the 
same w o r k is no t concur ren t ly subm i t t ed e lsewhere . 

A u t h o r s are asked t o avo id , as far as poss ib le , the use o f mathemat ica l symbo ls 
in the t i t le. A r range references alphabet ical ly (by surname of the f i rs t author) , and 
ensure their accuracy: au tho r ' s names should appear as in the w o r k q u o t e d ; and if 
th is has no t appeared ye t or is no t readily accessible t o eve rybody (for example , a 
prepr in t ) , a p h o t o c o p y o f the t i t le page of the c o p y you have used wi l l be o f great 
help t o us. 

A U T H O R S ' A B S T R A C T S 

1 . Each paper mus t inc lude an abstract o f no t more t han 2 0 0 w o r d s . 
2. In w r i t i n g abstracts, au thors s h o u l d bear in m i n d tha t these may be the on ly 

parts of the papers tha t are read. 
3. The abstract shou ld con ta in a brief bu t in fo rmat ive summary of the con ten ts of 

the paper, bu t no inessent ial detai ls. 
4 . The abstract shou ld be se l f - con ta ined , bu t may refer to the t i t le. 
5. The abstract shou ld be w r i t t en in comp le te l y c o n n e c t e d sentences, no t as a list 

of head ings . Abb rev ia t i ons shou ld be avo ided . 
6. The abstract shou ld be n o n - t e c h n i c a l , and in te l l ig ib le w i t h o u t reference to the 

ful l paper. Spec i f ic references (by n u m b e r ) t o a sec t ion , p ropos i t i on , equa t i on , 
b ib l iog raph ica l i tem s h o u l d be avo ided .
