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PREPARATION OF MANUSCRIPTS 

A u t h o r s of articles submit ted for publication in the Journal are asked to ensure that their 
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be d o n e b y the author before initial submiss ion. W e set out below a brief s tatement o f the main 
p o i n t s w e ask authors t o observe . 

1. The author s h o u l d submit 2 copies to the Editor or an appropriate Assoc iate Editor and 
k e e p a c o m p l e t e c o p y o f the article. 

2 . A n abstract (no t exceed ing 250 words) shou ld a c c o m p a n y each c o p y of the manuscript. 
3 . Manuscripts s h o u l d be typed, on high quality A 4 or quarto bond paper, one side o n l y wi th 

at least doub le spacing, and with a margin o f at least 4 c m all around. Diagrams a n d figures must 
b e submi t ted in a form sui table for reproduction. IF T H E T I T L E IS L O N G , S U P P L Y A L S O A 
S H O R T E N E D F O R M O F T H E TITLE N O T E X C E E D I N G 4 0 L E T T E R S , I N C L U D I N G 
T H E S P A C E S . If the author wishes to give acknowledgements o f support and the l ike , these 
s h o u l d be given in the introduct ion or at the end o f the article, or by a footnote at tached to the 
n a m e of the author . Affil iation is shown at the e n d o f the article, not at the beginning. 

4 . T h e c o n v e n t i o n s o f the manual for authors o f Mathematical papers by the A m e r i c a n 
Mathemat ica l Soc ie ty shou ld be used, but references in the text to other articles listed at the e n d 
are by Arabic numera l s in square brackets. T h e reference list, to be placed at the e n d of the 
paper , s h o u l d be A L P H A B E T I C A L O R D E R o f names o f the first author. A typical layout is 
s h o w n be low.

5. A v o i d abbreviat ions such a s "Thm", "iff", " e q n " , "etc" , "e.g.", " i .e ." , "q.e .d ." , "w.r . t ." . 
Spel l ing a n d use o f hyphens shou ld be consis tent . 

6. A separate page " N o t e s to the C o m p o s i t o r " s h o u l d include a list o f all s y m b o l s and foreign 
letters. 

S y m b o l s which might be confused with other, for example , a, d, should be described at their 
first appearance in the manuscr ipt . When used a s order symbol s , o and O shou ld be s h o w n as 
o, O (cap) . 

Where several type faces are available to authors in preparing their manuscripts , they s h o u l d 
o p t for that which is least l ikely to cause confus ion to the printer through ambiguity . 

Lat in italics are indicated by a single underl ine, thus : a, A. Such symbols need n o t be s o 
indicated w h e n they occur in displayed formulae, but s h o u l d be underlined when they appear in 
the text if there is any possibi l i ty o f ambiguity. F o r m a l s tatements o f l emmas and theorems are 
in italics a n d s h o u l d be s o s h o w n in the manuscript . See a l so 7 below. 

7. The setting of the manuscript should imitate as closely as possible the intended final printed 
pages, particularly with regard to paragraphs, use and spacing of displayed formulae. Indent the 
tit les L E M M A , T H E O R E M , P R O O F , R E M A R K , and the l ike. Such words will appear correctly in small 
capi ta l s if they are underl ined thus :
