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(f) Footnotes. The first, and preferably only, footnote will appear at the foot of the first page of each article, and subsequently may acknowledge
previous unpublished presentation (e.g. dissertation, meeting paper), financial support, scholarly or technical assistance, or a change in affiliation.
A concluding (or only) paragraph must be the name and full mailing address of the author to whom reprint requests or other enquiries should be
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(g) Tables. Tables should be numbered and given explanatory titles.

(h) Figure captions. Numbered captions should be typed on a separate page.

(i) Figures. Original drawings or prints must be submitted for each line or half-tone illustration. Figures should be clearly labelled and be camera-
ready wherever possible.
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
