1999 Legionella
Outbreak in
The Netherlands

Eurosurveillance Weekly has pub-
lished an article on the first 48 hours of the
investigation of the 1999 Legionella out-
break in The Netherlands. The outhreak
was blamed on a whirlpool spa on display
at a trade show. Of 242 people who visited
the large flower show and subsequently
became ill, 28 died. Legionnaires’ disease
was confirmed or considered probable in
192 of the cases and 21 of the deaths. The
article is posted at http://www.
