Advances in Policy
Studies, 1950-1990

As part of the 1989 Annual Meeting, the
APSA Policy Studies Section and the Policy
Studies Organization are jointly sponsoring
a set of panels organized around the com-
mon theme of advances in policy studies,
1950-1990.

The symposium panels will produce ae
critical synthesis of theoretical, methodo-
logical, and substantive developments in
policy studies. The panels will yield some
fifteen papers, together with critical com-
mentaries, documenting the progress and
problems of policy studies since the pub-
lication of Lerner and Lasswell's The Policy
Sciences: Recent Developments in Scope and
Method (1950). It is anticipated that the
symposium proceedings will be published.

The symposium panels will begin Wed-
nesday, 7:00 p.m., August 30, with a pre-
sentation on the role of political science in
policy studies chaired by Aaron Wildav-
sky, University of California-Berkeley. The
remaining theme panels will be held on
Thursday, August 31. The panels include:
“Shaping a Multidisciplinary Identity,"”
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chaired by B. Guy Peters; “The Role of

Political Philosophy and Epistemology,"”

chaired by Eugene Meehan; '‘Knowledge
Transfer for Improved Decision Making,"

chaired by Carol Weiss; and '‘Looking

Toward the 2lst Century,” chaired by

Daniel Mazmanian. For more information
