
New Timetable for ASA Dues Payments 

Beginning i n 1970 , the Associat ion w i l l change i t s b i l l i n g procedures for a l l 
individual members. B i l l s w i l l be sent out i n November of each year. A second 
notice w i l l be sent i n the following May to members who have not paid. On October 1 , 
the names of members who have f a i l e d to pay t h e i r annual dues w i l l be removed from 
the mailing l i s t . Fellows of the Associat ion who have not paid by September 1 w i l l 
not receive the b a l l o t for the annual e l e c t i o n of o f f i c e r s . 

The mounting cos t s of print ing and mailing have made i t necessary t o change 
previous b i l l i n g procedures. The Associat ion i s f i n a n c i a l l y unable to continue i t s 
publications and services to members who neglect t o pay the ir dues for an extended 
period of t ime.
