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PREFACE

American scIlolars in tIle fields of allcient and medieval research see
witIl increasing appreIlension tIle serious difficulties "rllicIl llamper tlleir
effort to give public account of tIleir studies. Tllere is no outlet in
European leariled magazines, and tIle llumber of pertinent Americall
periodicals is n;o IOllger adeqllate to cope ,vith tIle gro,vtll of scllolarly
production. Quite recently, an "Interim" periodical, j1{edievalia et
Humanistica, was fOllnded to relieve the saturation of existillg joufllals,
and has been cordially vvelcomed. It is llot our intention to compete in

allY \vay ,vith this or "\vith any establisIled periodical. Yet vve feel that
productive scholarsllip cOlltinues to progress at a, steadily increasing
pace far beyond the existing facilities of publication.

Tllis is particularly true of those studies which, by the l1ature of tlleir
respective subjects or by the technical complexity of the researches in­
volved, assume dimensions tllat would" be too bullcy for any mOJ1thly or
quarterly magazine but whicb, on the other hand, could not very well be
published as monographs. In Ellrope, this type of research has usually
been well cared for, especially by the voluminous year books, memoirs,
Sitzungsberichte, and tIle like, -published by the great Academies or by
other learned institlltions. Vp to the present, very few serial pllblica­
tions of this 'kind have existed on tllis side of the Atlantic. Tradit1:o will
llelp them to' carty tl::te burden. Than!(s to the 'enterprising spirit, the
cooperation and fillancial sacrifices of Dr. Ludwig Schopp, director of the
Cosmopolitan Sciell'ce and Art Service Company, this new periodical can
start its missioll amidst the turmoil of war

Studies in anciellt and medieval history, thought and religion. in this
first volume, they are taken from the fields of Classical as ,veIl as Christian
AntiquitJT, of Liturgy and Patrology, of Historiography, Scholasticism,
Canonical Jurisprudence, and Political Theory This selection of de­
partments of sch"olars,hip \vhich are but too often anxiously segregated will
convey to the reader the general program which was in our mind when we
chose for the l1e,v enterprise the name of Traditio: it represents an effort
toward comprehensi~le knowledge of all the living force~, forms, institu­
tions, and ideas which have made, both in the Church and in secular
society, the textllre of history something mor~ than a mere deposit of dates
and facts.
