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A Course in Spoken English: Grammar

This is the third volume in A Course in Spoken English. The grammar
described is that of modern English usage, with particular emphasis on
those structures that are common to the spoken language.
The four chapters take the major grammatical categories of sentence,
clause, nominal groups, and verbal and adverbial groups. The structures
and systems operating within each category are considered and are linked
to exponents of the language. Explicit use is made of such notions as
deep and surface structure, rank and delicacy, and the whole grammar
has been prepared against a background of the most recent work in
linguistics.
The structuring of the sections within the chapters into descriptive
material and exercise material makes the book particularly suitable as a
pedagogic grammar which will have applications both for the native-
speaking student of English and for advanced students and teachers of
English as a foreign language. £1.50
