The Prometheus Research Library has published Prometheus Research Series
2 —"Documents on the 'Proletarian Military Policy.'" This 101-page bulletin is
the second in a series of rare materials from the documentary record of the
international communist movement. The "Proletarian Military Policy," adopted
by the Trotskyist movement at the beginning of World War II, represented a series
of demands centered on the call for "trade-union control of military training." The
bulletin contains an introductory essay by the International Committee of the
international Spartacist tendency (iSt) discussing "Trotskyist Policies on the
Second Imperialist War—Then and in Hindsight," as well as earlier articles from
the iSt press on the subject. An appendix contains a bibliography of relevant
writings by Trotsky and S WP leader James P. Cannon. Copies of the bulletin can be
obtained for $9.00 (including postage) from Spartacist Publishing Co., Box 1377
GPO, New York City, NY 10116.

The International Association of Labour History Institutions (IALHI) has
published a directory of its member institutions. The directory provides a resource
for U.S. and Canadian scholars to acquire international contacts and to publicize
their own research and resources. The 205-page directory lists eighty-six institu-
tions worldwide that have archives in labor history and/or sponsor research in
labor history. A total of twenty-five countries are represented, including Austria,
Israel, Belgium, and Japan. Listings include information on major archival
holdings and their accessibility, personal pages, periodicals, and names of archiv-
ists and librarians. The languages used for the entries are, for the most part,
English and French.
