CDC International
Nosocomial Infection
Control Conference

The Centers for Disease Control
(CDC) is having its Third Interna-
tional Conference on Nosocomial
Infections July 31 through August
3, 1990 in Atlanta, Georgia. The
two prior CDC International Con-
ferences were held in 1970 and
1980.

This conference is jointly spon-
sored by the CDC and the National
Foundation for Infectious Diseases,
in cooperation with the American

Society for Microbiology. The tar-
get  audience is  hospital  epi-
demiologists, infection control
practitioners, surgeons, critical
care specialists, microbiologists,
pathologists, medical researchers
and o thers  in teres ted  in  the
etiology, modes of transmission,
prevention and control of nosoco-
mial infections.

Objectives of the conference are
to highlight changes in the infec-
tion control scene since the First
and Second Conferences, including
site and pathogen trends, resistance
trends, surveillance strategies, con-
trol measures and newer tech-
nologies; to assess the impact of
acquired immunodeficiency syn-
drome (AIDS) on hospitals and
infection control responses; to dis-
cuss nosocomial infection control in
countries with limited resources; to
review the influence of prospective
payment systems on nosocomial
infections and control programs; to
foster the U.S. Public Health Ser-
vice Year 2000 National Health
Objectives in Nosocomial Infection
Control; and to identify areas for
future research.

Interested persons are invited to
submit abstracts for presentation at
the conference. Further informa-
tion regarding the conference and
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abstract submission will be pub-
lished in upcoming issues of the
newsletter.
