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Thirty years ago the author, a Yugoslav psychologist, started her study of
traditional family life by distributing, with the help of teachers, questionnaires
all over the countryside. In this way she assembled a colourful documentation
which, since the patriarchal social system is now a thing of the past, can
count as a primary historical source. The present volume, of which a Yugoslav
edition was published in 1964, makes very fascinating reading, not in the
last place because the author quotes freely from the spontaneous answers
she obtained.
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
