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This issue of the International and Comparative Law Quarterly appearsin
the month of the one hundredth anniversary of Lord Denning’s birth.

On this occasion it is appropriate to record Lord Denning’s special con-
nection with the Quarterly, reflected in his Foreword to the first issue pub-
lished in 1952 by the Society of Comparative Legislation, of which he was
then Chairman of the Executive Committee. The close involvement con-
tinued with the creation in 1958 of the British Institute of International
and Comparative Law, whose journal the Quarterly became, and of which
Lord Denning was an original subscriber, the first Chairman (1958-86)
and of which he continues to be President.
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
