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PRINCIPLES AND METHODS of 
TEACHING A SECOND LANGUAGE

The film series prepared by the Center for Applied Linguistics and Teaching Film Custodians is ready for 
distribution. The films are designed to illustrate modern methods of language learning.

One film, The Organization of Language, was produced on an experimental basis and previewed in Decem-
ber i960 at the annual meeting of the MLA in Philadelphia. Although it was the third film in the series, it 
was produced first, to test whether the film medium, with its devices of photography, synchronized sound, 
animation, and optical effects, could clarify and convey difficult concepts of grammar. In Philadelphia the 
film met with immediate approval. It was then shown in several other cities here and abroad, and revised 
in the light of the resulting criticisms. Each of the remaining four in the series has been previewed, revised 
in the light of criticism, and demonstrated at various language institutes. The critical reaction has been highly 
favorable, according to the letters which we have received and the orders which have been placed for the series.

The series, released under the title Principles and Methods of Teaching a Second Language, consists of 
five major subjects, totalling fifteen reels. The films explain and illustrate some principles of modern FL teach-
ing and demonstrate how they may be applied in the classroom. The films are multilingual in approach and 
therefore can be used by teachers of any language, including English. Each topic is covered in a three-reel 
16 mm. black-and-white sound film with a running time of approximately 30 minutes. A teaching guide will 
accompany each film subject. A comprehensive teaching manual will be prepared for use with the series. The 
series may be purchased for $850.00. Individual subjects are $170.00. The films may also be rented.

The writer-producer of the series is Theodore B. Karp. The producer of the films, under contract to the 
MLA, is Reid H. Ray Film Industries of St. Paul, Minnesota. The films are intended for pre-service and in- 
service training of language teachers in schools, colleges, school systems, NDEA institutes, language semi-
nars, and bilingual centers in the United States and abroad.
Film 1: THE NATURE OF LANGUAGE. The living language is speech. Examples from many languages reveal how 
differently languages function in their sound systems, grammatical organizations, and lexical developments. Speech is 
compared with writing. Learning one’s first language is a pre-school experience. Modern language teaching parallels 
the way in which people learn their first language, but it is more scientifically organized and stresses the formation of 
new language habits.
Film 2: THE SOUNDS OF LANGUAGE. Each language has its own sound system. In learning a second language, the 
learner tends to carry over sound patterns of his own speech. The sound features of various languages are compared; 
the concept of phonemic sound contrasts is explained. A class in Spanish demonstrates the teaching of the important 
sound features of a second language.
Film 3: THE ORGANIZATION OF LANGUAGE. Pre-school children, before they learn to read and write, can use the 
forms and arrangements of words that convey meaning. These forms and arrangements constitute the organization or 
grammar of language. A class in German shows how grammatical patterns and their variations are taught by modern 
methods.
Film 4: WORDS AND THEIR MEANINGS. Words in one language do not cover the same areas of meaning as words 
in another, for they change their meanings according to the situations in which they are used. Modern language teach-
ing is sensitive to cultural attitudes that affect the use of words. Scenes from a French class show how words are taught 
in meaningful contexts.
Film 5; MODERN TECHNIQUES IN LANGUAGE TEACHING. The objective of modem techniques of language 
teaching is the formation of new language habits. This means not only sufficient but correct practice: (1) presentation 
of a correct model; (2) accurate imitation; (3) sufficient practice of patterns; (4) variation of the patterns to extend 
their usefulness. Classes in English for non-English speakers demonstrate how modern methods teach the student the 
sound system, the grammatical organization, and the lexicon of a language.

The series was written and produced under the educational supervision of Dr. Charles E. Ferguson, 
Director of the Center for Applied Linguistics of the MLA. Technical advisors for the scripts: Film 1, James

Guggenheim fellow (1942, 1947) ; author of books 
on Anglo-German and American-German literary 
relations, early American poetry, age of Goethe.

Matthijs  Jolles , age 51, born Berlin, Germany; 
Ph.D., Heidelberg; taught at University College of 
Wales and Chicago; now Professor of German at 
Cornell; author of studies on German literature, 
especially Lessing, Goethe, Schiller, history of cul-
ture.

Bruce  Morrissette , age 51, born Richmond, Va.; 
A.B., Richmond; Docteur d’Univ., Clermont; 
Ph.D., Johns Hopkins, where he also taught; now 
Professor of French at the University of Chicago; 
Guggenheim Fellow (1958-59); author of studies 
in French 17th-century fiction and baroque litera-
ture, symbolist poetry and esthetics, critical meth-
ods, contemporary French novel.

Three  additional names may be added on the Ballot by the Executive Secretary on 15 October (Bylaw 
IV, Items 2 and 3). The Secretary is required to add “the three names receiving the most votes among 
those proposed by members of the Association provided that no name be entered on the Ballot that is not 
supported by ten members.” Any member may propose names. If names in addition to those above appear 
on this year’s Ballot, you may learn biographical facts about them from the Directory of American Schol-
ars or Who's Who in America, from which, for your convenience, most of the above data were taken.
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
