100, being an Act for the regulation
of the care ami treatment of Lunatics ; but in consideration of
my having expressed my deep regret for my said offence, and
solemnly promised not again to otfend in the like kind, the said
CommissionerÃ have consented to forego the prosecution on my
making a public apolcgy and promise. I do accordingly hereby
acknowledge, that although I have never treatH t my
boarders as Lunatics in respect of the restriction of their perso.Â»,
liberty, I have violated the law by receiving persons of unsound
mind into my house, and I do express my deep concern and re
gret for having so done, and do thus publicly apologise for the
same ; and I do solemnly promise not again^ to offend
