Summary: Every article should have a short summary complete in itself
and understandable without reference to the paper.

References: Only papers closely related to the author’s work should be
referred to; exhaustive lists should be avoided. Bibliographical details
should be in the following order: author’s name, initials, year, title of
paper, title of journal (abbreviated according to the World List of Scientific
Periodicals), volume of journal, first page of paper. References should be
listed in alphabetical order.
