Postgraduate research training fellowships leading to the PhD degree will soon be available at ICIPE
in the following areas of research:

1. Ecology of pests and beneficial insects in tropical agroforestry systems

2. Ecology of pests and beneficial insects in snow peas and okra

3. Evaluation of neem products on pests of vegetables (snow pea, okra)

4. Seasonality, yield loss assessment and natural enemies of whiteflies in selected vegetables

5. Seasonality, economic importance and natural enemies of leafminer in vegetables

6. Genetic biodiversity in banana weevil

7. Marketing and marketing-oriented interventions in sericulture and apiculture products

8. Pollination potential of various races of honeybee, Apis mellifera in African food crops
9. Improvement of mass rearing techniques for Chilo partellus and Busseola fusca for evaluation of

mechanisms for resistance in maize
10. Evaluation of genetic basis for host plant resistance (HPR) in maize against Chilo partellus and

Busseola fusca

The fellowships are restricted to nationals of tropical developing countries, particularly in Africa.
Candidates must have at least upper second class undergraduate degree from a recognised university,
and be not over 33 years in age, and must have completed a masters training programme with course-
work and thesis.

Applicants should submit the following:

a. A written application, stating the preferred area of research and how soon the applicant is
available to start training;

b. An updated curriculum vitae showing clearly the personal biodata, educational background and
work experience;

c. Certified copies of course transcripts and degree certificates for undergraduate and masters
training;

d. Recommendation letters from two academic referees and the present employer; and
e. Two recent passport size photographs of self.
