The remaining
papers, those dealing with industrial adsorption and general topics,
will be given in a subscquent number. Wec wish to thank all the con-
tributors to the meeting for providing us with copics of their papers,
and for aiding us in putting the discussion notes into presentable
shape. We have also to thank Miss D. Saunders, of the Pedology
Department, Rothamsted Experimental Station, who made short-
hand notes of the discussion.
